Hungarian Individual Championship title. Title norms can be achieved in Group A.

9. Additional Regulations 

At the tournament, each player may win only one prize. If a Hungarian player, based on their 

placement in the overall standings (Group A), would be entitled to both a main prize specified 

in gross euros and a prize of the Hungarian Championship specified in net Hungarian forints, 

the player shall automatically be awarded the prize of higher value. In such a case, the other 

prize shall be transferred to the next eligible player. When comparing gross and net amounts, 

the organizers shall act in accordance with the applicable taxation regulations. The 

Hungarian Championship prizes are reserved for players who compete under the Hungarian 

flag according to FIDE.
